THIS COLLECTION*

Flowers are first sorted by their most typical
predominate color:

Green Yellow Red Purple
White Orange Pink  Blue

Within each color group, flowers are marked and
further sorted by shape (see the descriptions and
examples on the next page):

- Radially Symmetrical

- Daisy- and Dandelion-Like

- Bilaterally Symmetrical

SO

- Elongated Clusters

- Rounded Clusters

*This method of organization, and the associated
icons, explanations, and examples, are taken from the
Field Guide to Wildflowers, Western Region, revised
edition published in 2001 by the National Audubon
Society.






ABOUT COLORS

Wildflowers vary in color, and particular
specimens may be in a related color depending
on age, location, weather conditions, and cross-
hybridization. For example, despite their name,
"Bluets" are usually all

white, but may some-

times be purple, pink, or

blue (as shown in the

picture at the right). If a

flower you are trying to

identify isn't in one color

group, look for it in

related colors.
